The safari then visits Lake Manyara National Park, known for lush forest, lake
scenery, birds, and tree-climbing lions, before continuing to Serengeti National Park for two days
of wildlife viewing across the boundless plains. Depending on the season, travellers may witness
the Great Migration and enjoy strong chances of seeing the Big Five. The journey also includes
Ngorongoro Conservation Area and a descent into Ngorongoro Crater, a UNESCO World Heritage
Site with remarkable wildlife density. With midrange lodges, cultural visits to local Maasai
communities, and classic Northern Tanzania game drives, this 7-day safari offers a balanced

Arusha to Tarangire National Park
Meals: Breakfast, Lunch, Dinner | Accommodation: Midrange lodge inside or near
Tarangire National Park

Depart from Arusha and drive to Tarangire National Park for a full-day game drive. Tarangire is
renowned for its large elephant populations, baobab trees, seasonal river valleys, and varied
wildlife. Look out for elephants, giraffes, antelopes, zebras, lions, and many bird species before
overnighting at a midrange lodge inside or near the park.

Manyara

Begin the day with a morning game drive in Tarangire, then continue to Lake Manyara National
Park. Explore the parku2019s lush groundwater forest, lake-edge landscapes, birdlife, and unique
wildlife. Lake Manyara is also known for tree-climbing lions, although sightings depend on the
season and wildlife movement. Overnight at a midrange lodge near Lake Manyara.

Day 7
Ngorongoro Crater Safari and Return to Arusha

crater is home to an impressive concentration of wildlife, including lions, elephants, buffalo, hippos,
zebras, wildebeest, and, with luck, rhinos. After the crater visit, return to Arusha for a farewell
dinner before transfer to Kilimanjaro International Airport for departure.
